Furthermore, it
learns about prevention and crisis issues for maintaining and promoting health in the community.

NUR40916 F e S el Nursing Management 1
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Nurses should improve the productivity within nursing organizations by efficiently and effectively providing
the quantity and quality of nursing services provided in various medical environments. The purpose of this
course is to acquire the competencies necessary for front-line managers, middle managers, and top
managers to provide the best nursing services while learning various management theories, leadership
theories, and motivation theories applied in nursing practice.
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This course is based on a comprehensive understanding of adulthood, it is a course to acquire integrated
nursing knowledge for disease prevention, disease recovery and rehabilitation, and health maintenance and
promotion of adult nursing subjects and families with digestive, musculoskeletal, and breast disease problems.
By taking a holistic approach to health problems related to nutritional and motor functions of adult nursing
subjects from a physical, social, psychological, and spiritual perspective, it learns a broad theoretical basis for
nursing principles and knowledge and fosters the ability to apply scientific and systematic nursing processes.

NUR43525 Tets Rehabilitation Nursing
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This course aims to highlight the significance of rehabilitation nursing. It focuses on assessing the actual or
potential health issues faced by individuals who have experienced a loss of body function or parts. The course will
also enhance the skills needed to implement effective nursing processes in rehabilitation practices. The primary goal
is to assist patients in achieving maximum independence, restoring their roles, and enhancing their quality of life.

NUR43425 HADZ T HIjdiaim7} Health Program Development and Evaluation
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The purpose of this course is to acquire the basic competency to develop health programs necessary to effectively
conducting health education and to evaluate the results of their implementation. Accordingly, students acquire
basic theories and methods required for developing health programs and learn various evaluation methods.
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1 Simulation Nursing Problem Based Learning
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Simulation-Based Problem-Based Learning 1 is a course designed to develop students' problem-solving
abilities when caring for patients with simple health issues, focusing on enhancing critical thinking and
clinical decision-making skills. It utilizes high-fidelity simulators and virtual reality (VR) technology to
provide learning experiences that closely resemble real clinical environments, enabling students to perform
appropriate nursing interventions for single health problems. Through various scenarios, students also learn
about patient safety, and ethical problem-solving. This approach helps students deliver patient-centered
care and effectively prepare for real clinical practice.
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Based on a comprehensive understanding of adulthood, it is a subject to acquire integrated nursing
knowledge for disease prevention, disease recovery and rehabilitation, and health maintenance and
promotion of adult nursing subjects and families in various nursing sites. It fosters the ability to learn a
broad theoretical basis for nursing principles and knowledge and apply a scientific and systematic nursing
process by taking a holistic approach to health problems related to nutrition and regulatory functions of
adult nursing subjects.
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Adult Health Nursing Practice 3
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This course is to acquire practical application of nursing through field training based on understanding of
acute and chronic disease patients and their families. This practical course learns nursing knowledge and
core basic nursing skills and attitudes related to nutrition, excretion, oxygen supply, tumors, and control
functions of nursing subjects with surgical problems, and learns the application of nursing courses to solve
problems. This subject is linked to adult nursing subjects.

NUR41321 AOEAA Smart Health
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This course understands the basic concept of smart health and learns about the current status and structure
smart health that has been developed and used in health care fields including clinical nursing, education,
and research. In addition, issues related to nursing informatics systems are understood, and based on this,
it is discussed the development direction of smart health, and the role of nurses in nursing informatics.
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In this course, students will learn about epidemiology, population health, infectious disease and chronic
disease management in order to acquire basic competencies to systematically manage group health. In
addition, by learning about the relationship between health and the environment and disasters, students
acquire basic competencies as a community nurse to cultivate knowledge necessary for environmental
conservation and public safety.

NUR41922 b =l =17 Nursing Management 2

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Simulation-Based Problem-Based Learning 2 is a course designed to enhance students problem-solving
abilities when caring for patients with complex health issues, focusing on the development of critical
thinking, clinical decision-making, and interprofessional collaboration skills. It utilizes high-fidelity simulators
and virtual reality (VR) technology to provide learning experiences that closely resemble real clinical
environments, facilitating scenario-based learning centered on patients with multifaceted health problems.
Through this process, students develop the ability to make clinical decisions in complex situations while
strengthening their competencies in patient safety, ethical problem-solving, and teamwork within a
multidisciplinary setting. Ultimately, the course equips students to deliver integrated, patient-centered care
and effectively respond to challenges in real clinical environments.
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This course focuses on designing and developing intervention tools or programs to solve complex and
practical nursing problems encountered in clinical settings, based on the students' creative problem-solving
skills. Through theoretical lessons, students will learn the concept of capstone design and problem-solving
methodologies, and through team projects, they will refine practical nursing interventions, ultimately
producing practical outcomes applicable in real-world settings.

NUR43625 FAdtS Oncology Nursing

and integrated cancer patient management for nursing intervention to solve cancer patients' health problems.
